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Abstract: The purpose of this study was to analyze learner’s needs for Indonesian grammar learning and develop an e-module as instructional media for this subject. The needs analysis of the learners concerns their expectation about teaching methods, learning resources, and instructional media used in class by their teacher. This research study was conducted during first semester of 2018-2019 academic year by 110 randomly selected students of Senior High School in region Yogyakarta. The research was using descriptive analytical approach to find the result. Data obtained by using questionnaire and interviews. The results of this study revealed some results. About 83,6% of students said that the subject hasn’t been facilitated with adequate instructional media and teacher centered on teaching methods still the main ones in the class for Indonesian grammar. Furthermore, students found difficult at finding learning resources as their reference because any book or instructional media just for Indonesian grammar never used in their class. As the result, students have difficulties in learning about Indonesian grammar and they need interactive instructional media like e-module as their learning resource. Therefore, develop an instructional media for Indonesian grammar is a must so their difficulties in studying could be solved.
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STUDI ANALISIS KEBUTUHAN E-MODULE UNTUK TATA BAHASA INDONESIA SEKOLAH MENENGAH ATAS

Abstrak: Tujuan dari penelitian ini adalah untuk menganalisis kebutuhan pelajar akan pembelajaran tata bahasa Indonesia dan menganalisis kebutuhan untuk mengembangkan e-modul sebagai media pembelajaran tata bahasa Indonesia. Analisis kebutuhan peserta didik yang dimaksud menyangkut harapan mereka tentang metode pengajaran, sumber belajar, dan media pembelajaran yang digunakan di kelas selama pembelajaran berlangsung. Studi penelitian ini dilakukan selama semester pertama tahun akademik 2018-2019 oleh 110 siswa yang dipilih secara acak dari Sekolah Menengah Atas di wilayah Yogyakarta. Penelitian ini menggunakan pendekatan analisis deskriptif untuk menemukan hasil penelitian. Data diperoleh dengan menggunakan kuesioner dan wawancara. Hasil penelitian ini mengungkapkan beberapa hasil. Sekitar 83,6% siswa mengatakan bahwa mata pelajaran belum difasilitasi dengan media pembelajaran yang memadai dan metode pengajaran yang berpusat pada guru masih menjadi yang utama di kelas untuk pembelajaran tata bahasa Indonesia. Selanjutnya, siswa menemukan kesulitan dalam menemukan sumber belajar sebagai referensi mereka karena buku atau media pembelajaran apa pun hanya untuk tata bahasa Indonesia tidak pernah digunakan di kelas mereka. Berdasarkan fakta tersebut, siswa mengalami kesulitan dalam mempelajari tata bahasa Indonesia dan mereka membutuhkan media pembelajaran interaktif yakni e-modul sebagai sumber belajar mereka. Oleh karena itu, mengembangkan media pembelajaran untuk tata bahasa Indonesia adalah suatu keharusan sehingga kesulitan belajar mereka dapat teratasi.

INTRODUCTION

Learning Indonesian language subject is fundamental matter on Indonesia’s education field. While learning Indonesian language subject, students must have four skills in learning; reading skills, writing skills, listening skills, and speaking skills. Therefore, learning in Indonesian language can guide and direct to improve student’s ability in communicating skill well and correctly. In the Regulation of the Minister of National Education stated one of the purpose of learning Indonesian language subject is students can respect and proud of using Indonesian as the official language of this country. This makes that both the process and the results of learning Indonesian itself are important for the sustainability of the Indonesia as our nation.

An ideal Indonesian language subject in learning is one that is able to shaping an Indonesian’s communication skill properly for students in the society, especially in their own environment; they able to love their mother tongue and native Indonesian culture; and improve their analytical and imaginative abilities. The ability of an Indonesian skill should be polite and doesn’t mix with foreign language or local dialects in Indonesian. The use of Indonesian must be appropriate and complies with the rules of Indonesian grammar and an official Indonesian spelling (Effendi, Kentjono, & Suhardi, 2015). Therefore, the rules for learning Indonesian grammar are important to be learned and used for daily routine.

However, the fact is that all Indonesian citizens aren’t able to speak and write Indonesian properly and correctly. Along with the times, some mistakes of speaking or writing Indonesian cannot be denied. It happened in the various group of society, especially teenagers. There are many influencing factors about it. First, the influence of local dialects which became the first language in everyday life. Indonesian people are generally classified as bilingual communities. Someone who has the ability to use two languages alternately is addressed a bilingual person (Pranowo, 2014: 103). Second, there is slang which develops and exists in the current generation. Recently, teenagers, especially high school students, want to make it look more modern for existence themselves. Therefore, they prefer using slang as their daily language rather than our official language’s country. It makes the love of their own language gradually begins to fade. Slang languages can be found everywhere; on social media, television advertisements, song lyrics, novels and other modern readings (Gustiasari, 2018: 435). As a solution, to be able to improve the use of Indonesian language perfectly among high school students, it is necessary to make efforts to habituate for high school students trained to speak and write Indonesian properly. This habituation will be able to develop their language skills and should be done in schools with guidance from teachers and their own environment. With this habituation effort, the hope of the emergence of the desire of high school students to learn Indonesian properly and correctly will be high.

Based on that reality, the habit of speaking or writing Indonesian correctly is through learning Indonesian grammar. It is definitely such a mistake of language that influences the student’s ability to speak formally. One of the dominant causes is the neglect of language rules in learning Indonesian grammar. This is perceived as a curriculum demand (Sumarwati, Anindyarini, & Fuady, 2012). Indonesian grammar is an important thing for learning Indonesian language subject in class. In learning the Indonesian language subject, grammar tries setting the norm for assessing a variety of languages. The scope of Indonesian grammar is very broad, covering all parts in the description of a language, including the syntax and morphology. Based on the above, it is important to learn grammar as the basis of learning Indonesian. The Indonesian students have to more than get the better for their own country’s language by grammar, Indonesian grammar. By improving language skills accurately, students are able to discover whatever is spoken or written in Indonesian. As Chen said on his research about In Search of an Effective Grammar Teaching Model, through the accurate use of language and matching with the Indonesia grammar in their environment, students can learn the language patterns and apply them in their language. However, this can only be realized if their teacher helps them to recognize or pay attention because mastering the rules of language through discovery independently is very unlikely (Sumarwati, 2016).
While learning Indonesian grammar, it requires instructional and appropriate media for Bahasa Indonesia habituation. The suitable and appropriate instructional media for Indonesian grammar are able to describe the material of morphology and syntax (sentence structure) correctly in accordance with general guidelines. The instructional media should be the representative of the appropriate example of the ordinary use of Bahasa Indonesia. The using of instructional media must be communicative, interactive and interesting to be used by high school students. Furthermore, the instructional media must be centred on students to be able to engage students actively in each learning process.

There are stages to develop instructional media. The first stage is the need analysis. The analysis must identify the gap between the ideal abilities, skills and attitudes of students with the abilities, skills, and attitudes of the students they have at present. From this gap, we will know what students need so it can determine the action for a suitable solution. This is valuable to achieve the goal of developing learning media (Sadiman, 2011).

Therefore, afterwards, need analysis phase of developing the instructional media must uncover the student’s problem during Indonesian grammar learning. The focus of this need analysis study is teaching methods, learning resources, instructional media used by students in their class during the Indonesian grammar learning process. In accordance with the purpose of this study, this needs analysis study is to find out what and how students need about Indonesian grammar learning and the urgency of developing e-module learning media for the subject. Why is the needs analysis focused on students? Because those who will consume the instructional media are high school students
METHODS
This research method classified into the descriptive survey conducted to analyze learner’s needs for Indonesian grammar learning and develop an e-module as instructional media for this subject. The study about need analysis can be undertaken in various ways and can be classified as either inductive (case studies, observations, etc.) or deductive (questionnaires, surveys, etc.).

This descriptive research was conducted in 5 high schools in several districts in the Special Region of Yogyakarta. Data collection techniques are done by collecting primary data and secondary data. Data collection was done using a questionnaire distributed manually for 110 high school students on 5 schools during the first semester of 2018-2019 academic year. In addition, data collection was also conducted by interviews with students and Indonesian subject’s teachers. Questionnaires and interview guide were developed and used by researchers to investigate their expectations about teaching methods, learning resources, and instructional media used in class during Indonesian grammar learning. The purpose was to see student’s need for Indonesian grammar learning and the urgency of developing e-module for Indonesian grammar learning. The questionnaire was designed by researchers based on relevant literature. During the process of working on the questionnaire, students must respond to some questions on paper and select answers provided with several choices. On the interview process, teachers and students are interviewed and conducted separately to receive their straightforward answers about the exact condition. 

The data that has been obtained from that data collection technique are used as the basis in developing instructional media for Indonesian grammar for high school students use.
RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
The phase of need analysis revealed the required data and suitable for this study research purposes. As we know, an instructional media for Indonesian grammar subject have to embrace all the language rules like phonology, morphology, syntax, and semantics. Instructional media for Indonesian grammar must contain descriptions that must be mastered by students regarding their language skills. All results data and discussion of need analysis to find out student needs for Indonesian grammar learning and the urgency of developing e-module for Indonesian grammar can be described as follows.
Results

The research process was executed by distributing questionnaires and doing interview with students and Indonesian language subject teachers. The explanation of the results of the study will be divided into two sub-headings, the results of which are data from questionnaires and the results of the data from interviews.
Questionnaire Results
Questionnaires needs analysis given to students is not much different from the questionnaire given to Indonesian language subject teachers. The questionnaires analyze the instructional media needs of e-modules for high school students given to students and teachers including some aspects involved in teaching methods, learning resources, and instructional media used in class during Indonesian grammar learning also the urgency of developing e-modules for the subject's instructional media. There were 110 senior high school students and 5 Indonesian language subject teachers involved in the process of working on this questionnaire.
The first aspect discussed here is the availability and use of learning resources in the Indonesian grammar learning process in the classroom given by the teacher to students. About 83,6% of students or about 92 students said that during Indonesian grammar is taught in the classroom, teachers and school environment haven’t been facilitated with adequate instructional media. The most learning resources used to learn Indonesian grammar in high school students are textbooks given by school and the government. This was shown from the results of the questionnaire about that statement. Nearly 90% of students and 100% of teachers answered the textbooks that were most used to study Indonesian grammar. The use of general Indonesian spelling guidelines is rarely used by teacher to their students. Only about 9% of the 110 students said they knew and had learned using the Indonesian spelling general guidelines. For the rest, not many students know about the general guidebook for Indonesian grammar.
Most students believed that learning activities should be designed to be learner-centered (98% of students). Teaching methods for students should be chosen by taking preferences, needs and individual differences. But in reality, teacher centered on teaching methods still the main ones in the class for Indonesian grammar. About 42,7% of students said that their teachers just spend time teaching by discourse, lecture, or speech. The Indonesian language subject teacher also answered the same. About 75% of teachers stated that the most of them still treatment their student in the class by lecture as their main method of teaching. Furthermore, that ranks first chosen by students is a presentation method with a percentage of 54.5% used by teachers to teach Indonesian grammar to students. Teaching methods should make students to communicate with each other effectively and they can solve problems given to them in the classroom but students said the character of student-center learning doesn’t figure out in their teacher teaching methods, both speech method and presentation method (60,9% of students).
Moreover, most students, 74 of 110 students found difficult at finding learning resources as their reference because any book or instructional media just for Indonesian grammar never used in their class. All the answers from the teachers also 100% stated that the teachers also had difficulty obtaining learning resources and other instructional media that were suitable with Indonesian grammar material apart from the textbook for their teaching preparation. Indonesian grammar subject is very important and fundamental for the application of the Indonesian language in everyday life, especially on the school environment. Learning Indonesian grammar must be systematic and sequential (starting from the grade of phonology, then morphology and so on), so if there are no available learning resources and instructional media to support learning, then students receive some problems because, without guidance, students will be impossible to learn grammar. 

Based on the facts above, students have difficulty learning during the process of Indonesian grammar subject. 82 out of 110 students (74.5% of students) stated that they had difficulty learning Indonesian grammar due to factors of teaching methods, learning resources, and instructional media as described above.

Next, the topic of further needs analysis is about the urgency of developing e-module instructional media for Indonesian grammar learning and student needs for content for these instructional media. All students and teachers approximately expressed their agreement on the need for the development of extraordinary and certain instructional media for Indonesian grammar learning. The nature of the learning media they need is interactive, fun, and facilitates them in learning Indonesian grammar. Based on the results of the survey in the questionnaire, about 84 students (76.4% of students) need e-modules as their instructional media that can load material systematically and insert multimedia in flash format (shockwave flash).

Interview results
Interviews were conducted with high school students and Indonesian language subject teachers. Based on the interviews, the teacher said that they had difficulties while preparing learning resources for Indonesian grammar, both textbooks came from schools and the government as well as general guidelines for Indonesian spelling. In addition to the two main books, the teacher has never found and used other learning media for Indonesian grammar material. The teacher realizes this is an obstacle for students while learning the Indonesian language correctly. The teacher also observed that there were still many of their students who did not understand about Indonesian grammar correctly. This is also justified by students. The results of interviews with students successfully revealed that their main obstacle in learning Indonesian grammar was that they were bewildered to discover learning resources for learning Indonesian grammar. Moreover, when they complete the assignment carried out by the teacher to them, there are not many guides to improve them from the learning resources brought by their teacher in the course of the task or for other learning needs. The students also stated that they had never used and used learning media which allowed them to interact with Indonesian grammar material because during this time the teacher only used one-way learning resources that caused them easy to feel bored. The students favoured choosing high technology instructional media like they operate their smartphone and computer.
Therefore, based on interviews with them, both students and teachers call for enjoyable and interactive instructional media capable of displaying interesting visuals, videos, and animations. With a combination of books, videos and multimedia in one type of instructional media, e-modules are considered to be the right instructional media for students. According to them, such interactive instructional media will be able to provide convenience in understanding Indonesian grammar material effectively.
Discussion
Based on the results of the research obtained through questionnaires and interviews with students and teachers, several facts supported the research on the development of e-modules for Indonesian grammar in high schools.
Based from seeing the phenomenon occurs in Indonesian society, there are many teenagers, especially high school students, who have been unable to communicate with Indonesian properly and correctly. This is normal and reasonable because the surrounding environment supports them not to speak Indonesian properly. Though, Indonesian is the official state language and it is listed in the 1945 constitution. Indonesian has a more substantial position than the local language and regional dialect. This can be proven by the following facts that as a national language, there are more speakers than people who can speak Javanese or Sundanese. Plus, the Indonesian language is the only vehicle for the delivery of knowledge, the disclosure of literary art and culture for all Indonesians.
The influence of local language ​​or regional dialect is unavoidable because of the use of language changes according to the social needs of the speakers. Suitability between languages ​​and the usage of these speakers is called a variety of languages ​​(Setiorini, 2011: 16). The variety of languages ​​can be specified according to regional standards, education, and attitude of the speakers themselves. The variety of languages ​​have two characteristics, namely dynamic stability and scholar character. Dynamic stability is defined as applying a variety of languages ​​steadily but remain open for changes in vocabulary and terms of language. The characteristic of the scholar style is structuring the use of a systematic and logical language. This variety of language ​​is rigid and attached to the applicable language rules (Alwi, 2003: 13-14). Most Indonesian people, including high school students and teachers who contributed to this need analysis study, can speak more than one language in their daily lives; their regional language ​​and Indonesian language. The linguistic situation of the Indonesian language community is at least marked by the use of more than one language; the regional language as the first language (L1) and Indonesian as the second language (L2). This absolutely does not exclude the possibility of errors in the Indonesian language properly and correctly which is caused by the influence of the local language on the Indonesian language (Johan, 2018: 137).

Furthermore, there is the other factor causes students to be unfamiliar with their official state language is the spread of slang and it exists among the latest generations. Slang represents the use of words in unofficial languages ​​and expressions that are not standard language speaking. The main difference between formal language (Indonesian) and the slang is on their vocabulary. (Dewi, 2018). Slang and abbreviations are often used in social networks. They are a popular form of communication between users of social networks. The popularity and accessibility of the internet contributed to the emergence of new opportunities and ways of communication and formed a new sphere of information interaction that has led to the emergence of a new kind of youth slang in social networks (Khairutdinov, Mukhametzyanova, & Gaysina, 2017: 832). Always be the character of young people wants to follow the latest trends and tend to oppose the rules. It brings them to slang, which is one type of rebellion against the rules of language. As follows, this phenomenon has an impact on the language component of modern society, especially among adolescents in high school students. Sometimes, Teenagers make deliberate grammatical mistakes in their daily communication. Sooner or later, this becomes a habit. But as the results, it causes some problem when the context is inappropriate, like violence, crime, drugs, or sex. On Pedagogy of Duke University Press Journal, Leahy (2005) remarked it was attractive, but it devalues ​​experience by standardizing and fuzzing it. To be lax with grammar and syntax might both reflect and cause confusion or ignorance. Slang is considered a serious threat to the rules of Indonesian grammar because it is a non-standard language that does not bother the rules of language. Prefer using slang as a daily language rather than the official language makes the love of their language begins to fade gradually. Slang languages ​​could be found everywhere; on social media, television advertisements, song lyrics, novels and other modern readings (Gustiasari, 2018: 435). Many famous people that students recognize and follow as celebrities, singers, actors, bloggers, or Youtube vlogger artists are involved in forming slang languages. The social network is a liberal platform where no one is limited to the rules of grammar so anyone, students indeed, can write anything and whatever they want (Khairutdinov et al., 2017). Most high school students in Indonesia, especially those within this research study, claim that every day they use slang language to their friends, even they have communicated slang with their teachers or family relatives. This is also evidenced by other research studies that many students tried to use "properly" language at school but spoke "slang" with their friends and "mixed it up" with their families (Godley, Carpenter, & Werner, 2007: 121). Because of the lack of facilities that help and encourage them to speak well, a solution can be offered. It is habituation comes from the environment around students to help them to get language correctly.

Indeed, it is uneasy to speak Indonesian properly and correctly, it requires continuous habituation to achieve this. Parents and teachers are obliged to explain and advise the use of good language to children from a primary stage. The correct grammar should be used daily so the society, especially adolescents in high school students are accustomed to communicating more effectively. Some solutions can improve the use of proper Indonesian language; sensitizing and motivating students to function and the importance of standard official language. Furthermore, this additionally requires an effort to familiarize. It means students are instructed to speak properly, both verbally and in writing at all times. This habituation will significantly affect the development of language skills in students. The process of awareness and habituation is fundamentally important because it increases the desire of students to learn Indonesian perfect and correctly. (Gustiasari, 2018: 435).
Nevertheless, there are not many teachers realize how important to teach and guide students to learn Indonesian grammar. Some studies show there are factors cause students are still unfamiliar with the language or Indonesian grammar rules. One of them is the teacher never gives feedback as a corrective action while speaking learning and there are no intrusive activities in writing learning. It shows that learning facilities and learning resources have been unutilized to introduce language rules (Sumarwati, 2016: 97). This was also indicated in this study of the analysis of needs analysis. During the interview, several students stated that their teacher had not provided the correct correction that helped them in learning the correct Indonesian grammar. This causes difficulties when they are given Indonesian language assignments related to grammar. Moreover, the learning method applied should be student-centred, because the nature of learning is to help students to learn (Santrock, 2009). According to the Law of the Republic of Indonesia, Number 20 of 2003 concerning the National Education System states that a learning process is an interaction between educators, students, and learning resources in the learning environment. This learning process is characterized as student-centred learning. When student-centred learning has been implemented, students will be actively involved in the learning process and they able to build knowledge independently (Amir, 2009). The reality during this research study is some teaching methods applied by the teacher are still teacher-centred and one-way. According to students, the teaching method applied the method of lectures and presentations by students. Even Indonesian language subject teachers also admit that most of their time to teach them applies the lecture method. Whatever learning method is applied, it will be a student-centred teaching method as long as it invites students to interact with existing teaching materials and learning resources effectively and efficiently. So, students can solve problems and assignments easily.
Indonesian grammar should be properly taught from an early age stage, begin from elementary school. Grammar learning represents the primary key to discovering the Indonesian language well and correctly. Therefore, getting habituates to speak Indonesian correctly for high school students, it needs to make clear again about the concept of Indonesian grammar and its use (Utami, 2017: 198). The lack of learning resources to explaining the concept of Indonesian grammar is one important factor brings about many high school students did not understand about the subject. Moreover, the results of the study show that teacher and school did not deliver and provide interesting learning resources for students to learn Indonesian grammar. Textbooks are the main learning resource in the process of learning Indonesian grammar. This is not enough to reasonably satisfy students' learning needs for that subject. Most students haven't yet known about the general guidelines for Indonesian spelling which are the main guidelines in learning Indonesian grammar. These facts were then guaranteed by their subject teachers. They admitted they had difficulties in preparing learning resources and instructional media for Indonesian grammar subject. Therefore, they depend entirely on textbooks and general guidelines for Indonesian spelling. But it seems that the condition of the textbooks in the field has not shown good availability, making students less explorative and lazy to shape their knowledge (Saputri, Rukayah, & Indriayu, 2018).
However, students experience difficulties in searching and finding the right learning resources to learning Indonesian grammar, aside from existing textbooks. This equally affects them in undertaking assignments from school. Students stated there is a lack of guidance in understanding and completing assignments and projects from their teacher. Studying Indonesian grammar must be systematic and orderly, starting from the most fundamental rules. As a result, it is reasonable students find it difficult to understand Indonesian grammar material if there aren't instructional media support them to learn about it. Based on these facts, students have difficulty learning Indonesian grammar subject because of the learning method from the teacher, inadequate availability of learning resources and instructional media factors. Therefore, their needs for learning resources and learning media are extraordinarily high.
Nowadays, the urgency of high technology, interactive and interesting learning media to learn Indonesian grammar. This is not an unusual thing for students because the students as the present generation are surrounded by various high-tech facilities. The e-module learning media represent a suitable choice for students to learn Indonesian grammar because it contains some material, interesting visuals, and interactive multimedia.
Grammar is the three-dimensional involvement referred to by linguistics namely (morpho) syntax, semantics, and pragmatics which represents dimensions of form, meaning, and dimensions of use. In grammar, the form dimensions represent forms of language that consist of sounds, words, and sentences. While the meaning dimensions relate to the meaning of the form of words and sentences. At that moment, the dimensions of use relate to the suitability of the use of language forms in achieving communication goals (Utami, 2017: 194). Therefore, the development of e-module learning media for Indonesian grammar must remain based on language rules, namely phonology, morphology, syntax, and semantics. The e-module learning media is expected to be able to convince students about the importance of the functions of Indonesian grammar devices to achieve the goals of suitable and proper language. Based on the results of interviews and questionnaires obtained revealed that for the benefit of Indonesian grammar learning for high school students, students need the language subject material about morphology, syntax, and semantics.
CONCLUSION
The purpose of this study is to see student’s need for Indonesian grammar learning and the urgency of developing e-module as instructional media for Indonesian grammar learning. The focus of this need analysis study is teaching methods, learning resources, instructional media used by students in their class during the Indonesian grammar learning process. Many factors have caused high school students to imperfectly understand and master Indonesian grammar perfectly. The environment of student conversation around the house, school, and between friends makes them mix formal language with non-formal language. Based on the results of the research study, the students stated that their teacher still applied a one-way learning method. Furthermore, their teachers have not sufficiently provided helpful guidance. Learning resources and instructional media available are still inadequate for students to learn Indonesian grammar. Even a few of them knew of a general Indonesian spelling guide. Students believed they needed high-tech instructional media. As for the urgency of developing e-module instructional media is necessary. E-module as the instructional media is an option to become an interactive and interesting instructional media for Indonesian grammar material. It is constructive for instructional media and contains attractive visual images, interactive multimedia, and content for students to learn.
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
